RELATING TO THE ANNEX ON INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS OF THE

understandings relating to the Trade and Economic Partnership Agreement between the EFTA 
States and the Republic of India (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”).  
 
 
With regard to Article 15 (Undisclosed Information) of Annex 8.A (Protection of Intellectual 
Property) of the Agreement, the Parties have reached the following understanding:  
 
 
In implementing Article 15, Parties agree to enter into consultations, one year after entry into 
force of this agreement, to discuss issues relating to protection of undisclosed information from 
unfair commercial use. 
 
 
This Record of Understanding shall form an integral part of the Agreement.
